1.3 Submit A New Mouse Model

Description

The Submit A Mouse Model use case captures the process of an actor submitting data for a new mouse model.  The actor is prompted for several pieces of information including a public release date.  Once the mouse model is submitted it is forwarded to a reviewer for approval. 

Actors

1. Public MMHCC User

2. Consortium Member

Pre-Conditions

1. The actor is logged in.

2. The actor has data to submit new mouse model.

Basic Course

1. The actor chooses to submit a new mouse model.

2. The actor is prompted to enter requested information

3. The actor enters requested information.

4. The actor is prompted to select release date and release domain (e.g., public or consortium members only)

5. The actor selects release date and release domain.

6. The actor submits the mouse model and the use case ends.

Post Conditions

1. The mouse model is entered into the system.

2. Upon submission, the mouse model status is “pending” or awaiting approval.

3. The mouse model is not accessible by users other than the reviewer until the model is approved and the confirmed release date has passed.

4. The actor is prompted at a future date to confirm the release of the mouse model to the specified domain.

Alternate Course 1 – Mouse Model Submission is Cancelled

1. The actor cancels the mouse model submission.

Exceptions

1. The submission session times out.  At this point, the actor is directed to repeat the login process.

2. The actor attempts to enter the submission sequence of a new record at any point other than the welcome page.  The actor is redirected to the welcome page.

3. System level failure of the database and/or connection occurs.

Issues
1. Should the actor in effect login for each submission, or should the relevant information be retrieved from the actor’s profile once the actor has established a session somewhere else within the site?

2. Should the actor be able to save a template to create future mouse models from?  In other words, if several mouse models share several pieces of data, should the actor have the option to save the criteria?

3. If the mouse model is not approved, what is the process if the actor wants to protest the decision?  Or if the actor wishes to resubmit with modification?

Notes

1. When the mouse model is approved the submitter will receive a confirmation email.

2. When the release date approaches, the submitter will be sent a reminder email.

3. Once the mouse model is approved, it will be available for public or consortium member viewing depending upon the confirmed release date.  

4. The actor will have the ability to save partially completed mouse models and recall them in a later session.

5. If the actor session times out or his/her browser crashes, any uncommitted model(s) will be saved to the database for later retrieval.

6. The confirmation requests are based upon the reviewers appointed by the superuser.
