1.6 Confirm Release Date

Description

The mouse model submitter is reminded that the release date chosen at submission time is approaching.  The actor is prompted to confirm the original release date and to decide if the record will be released to the public or the consortium domain.  Should we have the user choose the release domain at the time that the model is submitted?  I thought that was what we are doing, but maybe not.  The actor can choose to either confirm the release date or change it.

Actors

1. Public MMHCC User

2. Consortium Member

Pre-Conditions

1. The actor is logged in.

2. The mouse model release date is within the reminder date timeframe. 

Basic Course

1. The actor is prompted to confirm release date and to decide if the record is released for the public or the consortium domain.  Again, will the release domain be specified at the time the model is submitted?
2. The actor confirms the release date and the use case ends.

Post Conditions

1. The mouse model release date is confirmed

2. The mouse model will be “released”, or data will be available to approved audience on original release date.

Alternate Course 1 – Actor Requests Release Date Change

1. Use <<Edit Release Date>>

Exceptions

1. The actor does not respond to release date confirmation.  The course of this exception is TBD.
Issues

1. How will the system handle a release date that is not confirmed by the actor?  How many reminder messages are sent out?  If the release date remains unconfirmed, should the mouse model be deleted from the system?

Notes

1. The confirmation prompt received by the actor is tentatively planned to be in the form of an email.  Another possibility is a “MyMouseModels” homepage whereupon login the actor is prompted with a list of release confirmation(s) to be responded to.

2. For security purposes, if the confirmation notice is in the form of an email, the actor will click on a link to a password-protected confirmation page.
