1.7 Edit Release Date

Description

The actor edits release date to reflect desire to postpone availability of mouse model information; this occurs in response to a confirmation request (see <<Confirm Release Date>>) 
Actors

1. Public MMHCC User

2. Consortium Member

Pre-Conditions

1. The actor is logged in.

2. The actor is responding to a release date confirmation request.

3. The actor wishes to change the release date.

Basic Course

1. The actor is prompted to confirm a pending release date.

2. The actor chooses to edit the release date.

3. The actor edits the release date.

4. The actor is prompted to confirm release date edit request.

5. The actor confirms the release date edit request and the use case ends.

Post Conditions
1. The mouse model release date is changed in the system.

2. The release date reminder parameter is updated.

Alternate Course 1 – Actor Cancels Edit Release Date Request

1. The actor cancels edit release date request.

Alternate Course 1 Post Conditions

1. The release date remains unchanged.

2. The reminder parameter remains unchanged.

Exceptions

1. The actor chooses an invalid release date (i.e., less than the current date).  The actor is prompted to input a valid release date.

Issues

1. Who should be notified, if anyone, following a release date change? – nobody
2. Is there a maximum number of release date changes allowed?  - no maximum
3. Is there a maximum delay in release date that is allowed? no Both #2 and #3 are community-related issues regarding the willingness to both access and share information. 

4. Is it possible that researchers might want to release information into the consortium domain prior to a public release? Yes, they can release the record for the consortium and later change the release information in the “Edit record” routine and set it to be displayed to the public.  I’d better rephrase—in other words, should we give the user the ability to specify one release date to the consortium, giving the consortium members “first look” access, followed by a public release date?  The user would specify both release dates at the same time upon submission.

1. 1. Similar to <<Confirm Release Date>>, for security purposes, if the confirmation notice is in the form of an email, the actor will click on a link to a password-protected edit page.
